S1  TITLE and JURISDICTION 

S1.1 Title 

This Championship shall only be known as and referred to as the άThe Vodka O Australian GT ChampionshipέΦ 

S1.2 Authority / Jurisdiction 

(a) All events in the 2010 Australian GT Championship (Championship) will be conducted under the

S4.1 List of Eligible Automobiles

Regulations and are detailed in the List of Eligible Automobiles, under each division, are eligible to compete in 
the Championship. 

Please note: Automobile makes/models may be added to the list of eligible automobiles subject to the 
approval of the CM and CAMS. 

Each make/model of automobile may be subject to a limit on the number of automobiles of that make/model 
which are eligible to compete in the Championship. This limit shall be determined by the CM and is subject to 
change from time to time. Any change of this nature will be advised by the CM. 

 Each automobile must comply with the provisions of the relevant CAMS/AGTSG approved homologation 
documents (as detailed in the list of eligible automobiles) at all times during each round of the Championship.

S4.2 Replacement Automobiles 

Following the commencement of the first practice session of each round of the Championship, any 
automobile that has been entered to compete at that round may not be replaced with another automobile. 
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S5 DRIVER ELIGIBILITY 

To be eligible to compete in the GT Championship division, a Driver must hold a current CAMS National 
Circuit Licence or higher.  

To be eligible to compete in the GT Challenge or GT Production divisions, a Driver must hold a current CAMS 
Provisional Circuit Licence or higher.  

A CAMS National Circuit licence or higher is required to compete at Mt Panorama - Bathurst 

Each Driver must also be registered with the CM prior to entering a round of the Championship and will be 
the subject of driver classification by the CM. 

S5.1 Driver Classification/Status: 

Each driver will be assessed prior to entering the championship and will be classified into one of the following 
classifications:  

1. Privateer (unlimited number permitted, subject to relevant track density) 

2. Masters - limited number permitted at the discretion of the CM(eligible to compete in GT Championship division 
only) 

3. Seeded - limited number permitted at the discretion of the CM(eligible to compete in GT Championship division only) 

A ŘǊƛǾŜǊΩǎ classification may be changed at any time, including during a round of the Championship and will be advised by 
the CM.  

S5.2 Substitute Drivers 

A Competitor may nominate a substitute driver who may be permitted to compete in the remainder of the 
meeting subject to the approval and conditions of the Stewards of the Meeting and the CM. 

Please note: The PCL for the automobile being driven by a substitute driver may be updated by the CM as a 
result of this approval. 

S5.3 Alternate Drivers 

A Competitor may nominate an alternate driver who may be permitted to participate in unofficial practice or 
media sessions at a round of the Championship subject to the approval and conditions of the Clerk of the 
Course and the CM. 

 

S6  CHAMPIONSHIP / ROUNDS 
The Championship will be conducted over six (6) Rounds as detailed in the Championship Calendar below.  

Each ŘǊƛǾŜǊΩǎ ōŜǎǘ five (56) Championship round point scores only will count in determining the final results.

S8  ROUND FORMAT 
The number, length and format of track sessions will ultimately be negotiated between the CM and the event 
promoter prior to a round of the Championship and will be advised in the relevant Supplementary / Further 
Supplementary Regulations issued for a meeting. 
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 S8.1 Round Format 

  Generally, the format for each round of the Championship will be as follows: 

(a)Practice - Two (2) x 20 minute practice sessions (Enduro = 1 x 40 minute practice session 
where possible)  

(b) Qualifying   - One (1) x 20 minute qualifying session (Enduro = 1 x 40 minute qualifying session) 

(c) Warm Up   - One  (1) 10 minute warm up session may be scheduled 

(d)Races - A minimum of one (1) hour race time will be scheduled at each round of the 
Championship as detailed in the relevant Supplementary Regulations. 

 (Enduro ς 2 x 1 hour race) 

 S8.2 Variations to Timetable 

 The timetable may be varied at any time due to exceptional circumstances only with the prior approval of the 
Stewards of the Meeting. 

 

S9  GRID DETERMINATION 
The grid for each race will be determined as detailed in the RMSR ς Progressive Grid. 

In any race where two drivers are permitted to drive an automobile, both drivers must satisfy the qualifying 
criteria. Within 30 minutes of the completion of the final qualifying session, the driver starting the race must 
be nominated to the CM and the qualifying time set by the nominated driver will be the time used to 
determine the grid position for that automobile. 

 

S10 START PROCEDURE 
The start procedure for each race will be as detailed in the RMSR ς Championship Start (3 Minute) ς Rolling 
Start. 

 

S11 AWARDS and POINTSCORE 

S11.1 Prizes and Trophies 

Prizes, trophies and awards will be as determined by the CM and will be advised to all Competitors. 

S11.2 Championship Pointscore 

Points shall be awarded to each driver, based on their finishing position relative to the other drivers within 
their division of the Championship, for each race as follows. 

The points for each finishing position in each race of a round of the Championship of a different format will be 
determined depending on the number and length of races at that round. The maximum number of points 
available at each round of the Championship is 114 and the distribution of points per race will be determined 
and advised by the CM prior to the commencement of each round of the Championship in accordance with 
the following:

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TWO RACE FORMAT 

 

(a) Points will only be awarded to the drivers classified as finishers in the final results of each race. 

(b) The driver gaining the highest points total over their best five (5) rounds of the Championship within their 
division shall be declared the winner of that division. 

(c) The results for each round of the Championship will be determined by the number of points scored by 
each driver within their division at that round. In the event of a tie at the end of any round of the 
Championship, the final positions for that round will be determined by comparing the results of each of 
the tied drivers in the final race of that round. The higher place in the round results will be awarded to the 
higher placed finisher in the final race. 

(e) In the event of a tie at the end of the Championship, final positions will be determined by comparing the 
race results achieved by each tied driver, with the driver with the highest number of first places being 
awarded the higher Championship position. If at this stage a tie still exists, it will resolved by comparing 
the number of second, third or fourth places (and so on)  achieved by each tied driver until all positions 
have been determined. 

(f) If there are less than three (3) automobiles competing in any division at any round of the Championship, 
no Championship points will be awarded for that division for that round of the Championship. 

(g) If a race is stopped and more than 50%, but less than 75% race distance (or duration) has been 
completed, 50% of the points value detailed in the table above will be allocated for that race. 

 

S12 Event Operations 
S12.1 Championship Registration and Entry 

The Championship will operate under the CAMS Championship Registration and Entry Process. Championship 
Registration and Entry Forms will be available from the CM with document checking being conducted by the 
CM prior to the first official track session at each round of the Championship.  

S12.2 Driver/Team Managers Briefings 

Each Driver and Team Manager (i.e. an appropriately authorised representative of the Competitor, other than

in the Supplementary or Further Regulations for the meeting. The attendance sheet must be signed by the 
Driver and the Team Manager to confirm attendance. Other compulsory briefings may be convened as 
required and will be advised to all Competitors accordingly. Competitors and Team Managers will be required 
to sign on at all briefing/s held during a race event. 

S12.3 Impound/Parc Ferme 

(a) Each automobile, including those remaining in pit lane, must proceed directly to the designated 
impound/Parc Ferme area via the most direct route (or as directed by Race Officials) at the conclusion of 
qualifying and each race, without returning to pit or paddock areas and without interference from any 
third party (other than an Official of the Meeting). 

(b) Following the conclusion of the final race at each round of the round of the Championship, each

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driverwho is classified as a finisher of that race must report to the TC to be weighed prior to exiting Parc 
Ferme.   

(c) Automobiles may not be removed from impound/Parc Ferme except with the express permission of the 
TC or the Chief Scrutineer. 

S12.4 Practice & Qualifying 

(a) The order in which automobiles pre grid for Practice 1 will be current Championship order within each 
respective division (or the previous years Championship order for Rd 1). Any new Competitor/driver will 
pre grid at the rear of their respective division. (unless otherwise advised by the CM) 

(b) The order in which automobiles pre grid for Practice 2 will be as per the results from Practice 1. (unless 
otherwise advised by the CM) 

(c) The order in which automobiles pre-grid for a qualifying session will be determined by the times achieved 
in the combined practice sessions at the meeting. (unless otherwise advised by the CM) 

(d) During qualifying automobiles may not return to the garage/paddock area without the express 
permission of the TC. If an automobile exits pit lane to the garage/paddock during qualifying it will not be 
permitted to re-join that session. 

S12.5 Pit Lane 

(a) All Pit Crew members are required to sign a Pit Lane Indemnity Form prior to the first track session and to 
display identification as and if required by the meeting organiser. 

(b) Pit lane allocation order during sessions will be made by the CM and must be adhered to at all times. 

S12.6 Removal of Automobiles from the Circuit 

Following the commencement of the first qualifying session, it is not permitted to remove any automobile 
from the circuit (prior to the release of all automobiles from the impound/Parc Ferme established following 
the final race of that round of the Championship) without the prior express written approval of the TC. 

S12.7 Practice Starts 

Practice starts are only permitted at the pit lane exit or at the start of any formation (green flag) lap. 

S12.8 Communication to/from Automobile 

Two way radio communications between the driver and a member of the pit crew are compulsory at all times 
from when the driver is in the car prior to the session and whilst the automobile is on the race track.  

S12.9 Race Management Channel (RMC) 

A minimum of one (1) senior team member for each competing automobile must monitor RMC 40 minutes 
prior to the scheduled commencement of eachpractice session, qualifying session and  race. Details of the 
RMC frequency will be available from the CM.  

S12.10 Meeting/Sponsor Ride Sessions (at events) 

Each competitor must have a passenger seat and all requisite safety equipment available for each automobile 
at each round of the Championship. This equipment must be installed into the automobile at any time as 
requested by the CM  for any meeting ride session. 

 

S13 TYRES 
S13.1 General 

(a) Each automobile must only be fitted with the tyres manufactured by Michelin and supplied by the 
Australian Michelin Motor Sport distributor, European Technique at all times during a meeting. Details of 
the tyre sizes and compounds permitted for use on each make/model are available from the CM on 
request and via the CM website. With the exception of wear resulting from normal usage, all tyres must 
remain unmodified. 

(b) Unless stated otherwise in the event Supplementary or Further Supplementary Regulations, a maximum 
of six (6) tyres (whether new or previously marked) will be scanned/marked for each automobile by the 
TC at each round of the Championship and these scanned/marked tyres are the only tyres permitted to 
be used on that automobile during any qualifying session or race at that round. Previously 
scanned/marked tyres must be re scanned/marked for the relevant round of the Championship.  

A maximum of eight (8) new tyres may be purchased and used for the first round of the Championship in 
which a driver competes. 

(c) The quantity of wet weather tyres permitted is free. 
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(d) Within one (1) hour from the completion of the final practice session at each round of the Championship, 
each competitor must present all tyres for scanning/marking at the front of their respective 
garage/paddock bay. 

(e) Competitors are responsible for ensuring that all tyres are scanned/marked or re-scanned/re-marked as 
appropriate. If the tyres are not marked for any reason or the markings become illegible, the Competitor 
must notify the CTC or his nominee immediately 

(f) Competitors are permitted to replace scanned/marked tyres, if the TC is satisfied that due to exceptional 
circumstances, the tyre in question can no longer be used. The TC shall ensure that the tyre to be 
replaced has been rendered unusable and that the replacement tyre is of the same specification and of 
similar wear to the tyre being replaced. 

(g) Should a competitor be permitted to replace a scanned/marked tyre, the automobile concerned must 
start the next race at that round of the Championship from the rear of the grid. 

(h) The use of any tyre heating, heat retention devices or chemical treatments are prohibited. 

(i) If qualifying and/or racing is scheduled on more than one (1) day at any round of the Championship, the 
TC may impound any tyres overnight at his sole discretion. 

Please note: The TC is sole arbiter with regard to the interpretation and application of these tyre regulations 
and any decision made by the TC in this regard will not be the subject of any protest or appeal. 

S13.2 Change of Weather Procedure 

Should the race track become unserviceable due to a change in the prevailing weather conditions, becoming 
unsuitable for the use of dry weather (slick) tyres, the following procedure will apply: 

(a) Through the Race Management Channel, the Race Director will announce that a Safety Car intervention 
will be put in place due to the weather for the nominated number of laps for that particular circuit. 

(b) The Safety car will only intervene in the event of the track becoming unsuitable for the use of slick tyres 
at the instruction of the race director, and then should the track become dry, it will be up to the teams as 
to what tyre strategy they will employ. 

(c) For automobiles with centre lock wheels: 

¶ Only one (1) rattle gun only is permitted to be used in a pit stop during a change of weather 
procedure.  

¶ There must be one (1) car controller and one (1) other person only permitted to work on the 
automobile. 

 (d) For each automobile with multiple studs and nuts on each wheel: 

¶ A maximum of two (2) rattle guns are permitted to be used in a pit stop during the change of 
weather procedure. 

¶ There must be one (1) car controller and two (2) other persons able to work on the automobile. 

 

S14 FUEL 
For the duration of any meeting, competitors must only use fuel that complies with the definition of 
Commercial Fuel or Unleaded Racing Fuel as defined in the CAMS Manual of Motor Sport. 

At some events competitors will be required to only purchase fuel from the on course supplier. This will be 
outlined in the event specific supplementary and further regulations.  

Please note: With the exception of ambient atmospheric air and the specified control fuel, no other 
substance may be added to the intake charge of the engine. 

 

S15 AUTOMOBILE MARKINGS/SIGNAGE 
S15.1  Automobile Markings and Championship identification 

In addition to the requirements detailed in Appendix 1 ς Automobile Markings of these regulations, all 
automobiles must comply with Appendix K of the CAMS Manual of Motor Sport. 

S15.2 Competition Numbers 

The allocation of a competition number for each automobile is solely the responsibility of the CM, which will 
maintain a register of all competition numbers allocated to, or reserved for, any automobile. 
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S16 PERFORMANCE PARITY  
S16.1 Parity Sheet  ς See Appendix 2 for Parity Sheet for Round 1 of the Championship 

(a) A Parity Sheet will be maintained for all automobile makes/models competing in the Championship. The 
Parity Sheet will detail one or twothree different parity levels for each automobile in relation to vehicle 
specification and in the GT Championship division will list a level for each driver classification. Driver 
classifications will be published in the parity sheet prior to each round. 

For the GT Championship division the following will apply: 

¶ Level1 - Applies to automobiles being driven by PRIVATEER drivers. 

¶ Level 2 - Applies to automobiles being driven by MASTER drivers. 

¶ Level 3 ς Applies to automobiles being driven by SEEDED drivers.  

(b) The Parity Sheet details the current value of the parameter/s that may be adjusted on the basis of 
maintaining parity. For GT Challenge and GT Production divisions all automobiles must be presented on 
Level 1 at the commencement of each event. 

(c) Any updates of the Parity Sheet will be advised to all Competitors by the CM and will take effect from the 
date of authorisation as detailed on the Parity Sheet. 

(d) Each automobile must comply with all provisions of the current PAS at all times during a meeting. 

S16.2 Parity Adjustments 

(a) The CM, subject to the prior approval of CAMS, reserves the right to adjust the Parity Sheet at any time 
during the Series to maintain parity between the makes/models competing in the Series. 

S16.3 Benchmark Lap Time 

For each round of the Championship a benchmark lap time will be published in the parity sheet for each 
division.  

If in any official practice session, qualifying session or race, a driver records a lap time which is 0.5% or more 
faster than the benchmark lap time for their division, for GT Championship cars they will receive a 50kg 
weight penalty prior to the commencement of the next on track session and for GT ChampionshipChallenge 
and GT Production the PCL for that make/model will be updated to the next lowest parity level relative to the 
driver classification, prior to the commencement of the next practice session, qualifying session or race. 

S16.4 Success Ballast ς only applies to GT CHALLENGE & GT PRODUCTION DIVISIONS 

Success ballast will be applied to the automobile according to the formula detailed in the Parity Sheet.  

Success ballast will only apply for each individual round of the Championship and will not accrue from round 
to round. 

Success ballast will be added to each automobile based on race results as detailed in the Parity Sheet. 

Success ballast may be removed if the automobile/driver finishes outside the top 3 in their division in the next 
race. 

 

S17 CIRCUIT TESTING 
The testing of any automobile and/or driver deemed to be associated with the Championship is NOT 
permitted on any host circuit during the 7 days preceding a round at that circuit, other than official sessions 
at the meeting and/or unless officially sanctioned by the CM. 

 

S18 RACING WEIGHT  
The minimum racing weight for each automobile is listed in the parity sheet distributed prior to each round of the 
Championship by the CM.  

Any reference to weight in the parity sheet, these regulations or any correspondence regarding this Championship means 
the weight of the automobile including the driver. 

 

S19  DATA LOGGING 
Each automobile in the GT Championship division must be fitted with a VIDEO VBOX data logging unit as 
detailed in the 2010 Australian GT Championship Technical Regulations. The VIDEO VBOX unit must be 
purchased through the CM. The VIDEO VBOX data logging unit must be switched on and remain fully 
operational to log data for the duration of all practice sessions, qualifying sessions, ride sessions and races. 

After each session each team must present the VIDEO VBOX data stick to the appointed an AGT 
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representative will remove the USB data stick/card from each car in parc ferme, or if there is no parc ferme 
in the team garage, immediately after the session has finished. No team may remove the USB stick/card

Access to the data logged by the VIDEO VBOX data logging unit must be provided to the RD, TC, IPO, TD, CM 
and DSA, or their nominee, at any time upon request. 

Any error, action, omission or failure which causes a loss of any data, inaccurate data or any data which 
appears to have been tampered with, will be investigated by the IPO and may be deemed as a breach of these 
regulations. 

Each Competitor may view and or copy the data contained on the VIDEO VBOX but this data must not be 
deleted from the VIDEO VBOX. 

 

S20 IN-CAR CAMERAS  
Each automobile in the GT Championship division must be fitted with the VIDEO VBOX in-car camera as 
detailed in the 2010 Australian GT Championship Technical Regulations. The in-car camera system must be 
switched on and remain fully operational to record video images for the duration of all practice sessions, 
qualifying sessions, ride sessions and races. 

The in-car camera system must be installed and adjusted in such a way to at all times provide clear

USB sticks/cards will be returned as soon as possible after each session pending investigations. 

After each session each team must present the VIDEO VBOX data stick to the appointed AGT representative 
who will be in Parc ferme (or the AGT paddock area if there is no parc ferme) for 15 minutes following the

The following requirements are to be read in conjunction with the diagram included in Appendix 1.  

AUSTRALIAN GT TO SUPPLY (where required)  

Windscreen strips (front (1) and rear (2)) 

All race automobiles must display the windscreen strips provided by AGTSG within the uppermost portion of the front  

and rear windscreens, in conformity with Schedule K (Markings on Automobiles) of Section 6 (General Requirements)  

of the CAMS Manual. 

Fluro Windscreen Number (3) 

The fluro windscreen number must be affixed to the passenger side of the automobile in the upper side portion of the  

screen. It MUST NOT be affixed on top of the windscreen strip. 

Division ID ς i.e. CHAMP, CHALL, PROD (4) 

Division identification is the decal that displays the division that your automobile is in ς CHAMP (GT Championship), 
CHALL (GT Challenge), PROD (GT Production). This decal MUST be displayed directly underneath the Fluro windscreen 
number.  

Front (5) & Rear (6) Numberplates 

Front and rear numberplate signage will be supplied by AGTSG and must be affixed in this area only on the each 
automobile.  

Sills (7) 

Small sill stickers will be supplied AGTSG where required. 

Lower Front Screen Strip (8) 

AGTSG reserves the right to use this area on each automobile to display championship sponsor signage where 

required 

Roof (9) 

AGTSG reserves the right to use this area on each automobile to display championship sponsor signage where 
required 

Upper portion of Door panel (10) 

AGTSG reserves the right to use this area on each automobile to display championship sponsor signage where  

required 

Side Mirrors (11) 

AGTSG reserves the right to use this area on each automobile to display championship sponsor signage where  

Required 

 

Please note: AGTSG reserves the right to display signage on competitors vehicles in locations not listed above that 
may be a requirement of an agreement with an event promoter or championship sponsor.
